The Symbols Way process systematically displays current
reality, using symbols to depict mindsets, patterns and
dynamics presently at play. The symbols are placed on a
diamond-shaped fabric template, which represents the

larger field of possibility.

A specific inquiry process follows, inviting the person or
team to view the operating scenario through four very
different lenses. The inquiry loosens the dynamics which
currently organize personal or collective experience.It then

opens perceptions of a more relevant and meaningful fu-
